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While the past year was a continuation
of the disruptive forces wreaking havoc
on our public health, economy and
social-political lives, we’re also proud
to say that our volunteers, staff and
board continued to create value and
critical services for our clients and par-
ticipants, learned to deploy technology
and effective partnerships to facilitate
and scale our work; and clarified our
strategic priorities and focus.

All of the last year, our team served
to nourish and support people in their
healing, learning, and thriving. Our
teams counseled to ease depression and
feelings of social isolation. We provided
case management and supplemental
gift cards to survivors of domestic vio-
lence and their children. We distributed
food to homes and our weekly food
pantry. We facilitated support groups
by phone and webinars to promote
mental wellness and used Zoom to help
people stay connected with their loved
ones and social networks.

We reinvented our fundraising calendar
by necessity and seized the opportu-
nity of engaging virtual events, direct
appeals and sponsorships to substitute
for an in-person gala and Cameron
Carnival. And through private philan-
thropists, the Department of Children,
Youth and Families, and Safer Together,
our COVID-testing partner, we offered
in-person camps for free this past
summer and reinstated our Bilingual
Afterschool Program. We’re working
to engage school teachers and parents/
families to create a social and learning
environment that serves the needs of
the whole learner.

Our world will continue to change.
Sadly, the impact of the pandemic

widened the economic chasm between
those who “have” and those who “have
not”; families and households who
are financially strained, emotionally
drained, and face significant barri-
ers to employment. Our clients and
youth participants are anxious about
their economic future. And as we were
reminded through the rise in anti-
Asian violence and the June visit of
the Reverend Jesse Jackson we must
rise in solidarity in the struggle to cre-
ate a more just, equitable and inclusive
society.

The scale of community trauma exceeds
the capacity of social sector organiza-
tions to keep people afloat during these
hard economic times; this disruption
sparked the need for strategic planning.
Our board of directors and senior man-
agement team engaged the Bridgespan
Group and Mosaic Consulting to facil-
itate a set of board-approved strategic
priorities to spark a transformation of
people, families and community.

Our strategic priorities are to: (1) build
an institutional culture that enables
us to actualize its fullest potential for
community impact; (2) create a fami-
ly-centered approach in our direct ser-
vices for greater impact; (3) strengthen
and diversify our financial model for
greater sustainability; and (4) explore
how we participate in addressing pov-
erty in Chinatown. Please visit go.cam-
